Course Description: The focus of English 101 is the development of basic,

competent writing skills. The foundation for the course will be the study

of vocabulary, the development of paragraphs from good topic sentences and

the writing of essays expanding from clear theses. An important part of

this course is the development of both writing and thinking skills.

Course Requirements:

1. To become familiar with the patterns of rhetorical form and to read

selected essays.

2. To complete assignments from the primary text and from assorted handouts

and to participate actively in class discussions.

3. To complete assigned vocabulary studies and to take 10-11 vocabulary

tests. 

4. To write approximately 3 paragraphs with a well-devised topic sentence

and adequate development and 6 introductory paragraphs.

5. To plan and write approximately 6 essays with a clear thesis and good

paragraph development. One of these will be a research paper requiring

three outside sources, a bibliography, a works-cited page, note-cards,

outline, rough draft and final. 

6. To work with a rubric and to apply the rubric to self-evaluation and to

peer evaluation.

7. To demonstrate writing proficiency by making at least a C on an in-class

final writing assignment.

8. To master assorted grammatical studies and "tests" as needed.

9. To prepare one class presentation/ debate/ defense on one of the

controversial issues in the text.

10. To attend class regularly. 

11. To meet with me to discuss your writing progress no later than the 3rd

writing assignment.


Basic Expectations:

Class attendance:  Missing more than 4 hours* of class constitutes
failure

to participate fully and will result in a lowering of your overall grade.

Missing more than 6 hours of class constitutes failure to complete
minimum

requirements for passing English 101 and will result in a failing grade.

[Please note that this is an hour and a half class]. Three tardies

constitute an absence. If you must be tardy, it is your responsibility to

notify me of your presence on the day of the tardy; otherwise, I will mark

you absent. There are no excused or unexcused absences! *note: hour here

refers to the standard 50-minute class

Homework assignments and examinations: Homework must be typed or written in

ink on white, standard-line, standard size, non-spiral notebook paper. I

will not grade spiral notebook paper nor multiple-page papers not stapled

together. I will administer frequent reading quizzes. These may not be made

up. All paragraph/ essay assignments must follow MLA style


*Papers must be typed, double-spaced with one inch margins all round. I

am a stickler for strict MLA style. Each paper should be titled and

labeled, but no cover sheet please. No "creative" type sizes and styles

nor expansive margins. I will sanction papers that do not meet minimum

length       and date-due requirements.


Reading assignments will mostly follow the syllabus. You are expected to

read 
all footnotes and all introductory material.


Expectations: You should plan to spend 2-3 hours preparing for each hour

of class time. I expect you to read with your brains and your critical/

analytical faculties as well as with your eyes.


Exams: I will give assorted tests. However, as this is primarily a

writing class, your writing assignments will bear the brunt of the

assessment.


Vocabulary: I will administer a vocabulary test each week for a total of

10. You may make up one vocabulary test; all vocabulary tests will be 
made


up on a designated day at the end of the semester.
