Course Description
Readings from the Greek New Testament coupled with a review of grammar at the intermediate level. Prerequisites: Greek 101 and 102 or their equivalent.

Course Objectives
1.
To reinforce knowledge of basic grammatical forms, syntax, and vocabulary.

2.
To gain skill in reading and translating the Greek text of the New Testament.

3.
To learn to use the critical apparatus and apply the basic principles of textual criticism to evaluate textual variants.

To learn the use of Greek-based concordances and lexicons for doing word studies.

Course Requirements
1.
Attendance:  The University absence policy will be followed:  85% of class meetings must be attended; absences exceeding 6 will result in loss of credit.  However, since daily exposure and preparation are important for language learning, perfect attendance is expected, except in cases of emergency.

Daily assignments (25%):  All assignments (including translation, location of grammatical forms, and reading in the textbook) should be prepared in advance of class.  Translation and location should be prepared in writing and will be collected, checked, and returned.  Students should be ready to translate and answer questions in class without excessive dependence on notes.  Assignments will be accepted for credit not later than the class time at which they are due and only if the student attends the class and seems prepared when called upon.  In order to provide a cushion for emergencies, two assignment grades will be forgiven.

Exegetical exercises:  There will be two special written assignments.  Each of these will be credited as the equivalent of three regular assignments.  (Special assignments may not be forgiven.)

4.
Tests (50%):  There will be three tests during the semester.  The tests will initially consist primarily of translation and location of familiar material without the use of resources and will gradually shift to consisting primarily of translation and location of unfamiliar material with the use of resources (dictionary and Mueller). Tests will also include vocabulary (from handout), questions about grammar, and information about the exegetical process and resources. Tentative test dates (subject to revision):
1) Test # 1 – Monday, September 14 (includes Vocabulary # 1-100)
2) Test # 2 – Friday, October 16 (includes Vocabulary # 101-200)
3) Test # 3 – Monday, November 16 (includes Vocabulary # 201-301)
5.
Final Exam (25%):  The final exam will consist primarily of translation and location of an unfamiliar passage with the use of resources.  It may also include exegetical questions. The final exam is scheduled for Wednesday, Dec. 2, at 8:00 a.m.
