Classes of Conditional Sentences
1. 1st Class: Condition determined as fulfilled.

· Protasis: eiv + indicative. 

· Apodosis: any mood (esp. ind.).

· “If he came, he conquered.” (Condition is assumed true.)

· Davis # 149; cf. Mt. 18:8.

2.
2nd Class: Condition determined as unfulfilled.

· Protasis: eiv + past tense indicative.

· Apodosis: a;n + past tense indicative.

· “If he had come, he would have conquered.” (Condition is assumed untrue.)
· Davis # 381; cf. Gal. 1:10.

3.
3rd Class: Condition undetermined but with prospect of determination (FMV).

· Protasis: eva,n + subjunctive.

· Apodosis: indicative (esp. future ind.), subj., or impv.

· “If he comes, he will conquer.” (Condition is open-ended.)

· Davis # 212; cf. Mt. 18:3.

4.
4th Class: Condition undetermined and with remote prospect of determination (FLV).

· Protasis: eiv + optative.

· Apodosis: a;n + optative.

· “If he should come, he would conquer.” (Condition is possible, but not expected.)

· Davis # 513; no complete example in NT.
